Some of the farmers up 
here, never leave their farms. Seeing so many quality pipe bands in one place, at one time, is going 
to be a show in itself. We have had a lot of interest from the different pipe bands including bands 
from Sydney, and beyond.  
 
It would be great to see your Pipe Band, as part of our day for both playing to the public throughout 
the day and also to be part of The Massed Pipes and Drums closing ceremony. Please have your Pipe 
Major, complete and sign the Band Application Form. Please include the name of the band and an 
email address. There is no accommodation or transport, as part of this payment for performance, on 
both Saturday 9 Nov 19 and Sunday 10 Nov 19,
